1.1. General Description

2.1. Error Lamp Display
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In case of an error, a red light comes on with a “beep” sound.

2.1.1 Video Loss
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When there is a “Video Loss”, it beeps 2 times every 10 seconds.

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If you receive an error while you “Record” or “Delete Memory” it will constantly beep every second.

3.3. Setup
Connecting with the TV-monitor it will display live pictures and OSD will show like the picture below.
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Press [Menu] button. Then, SETUP menu will be displayed.
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Select the menu with the direction key up and down, and change your configuration with the [MENU] button.

When you select your information on the screen it will turn red and the detailed information in white.  At this time you will be able to fix your configuration.

3.3.1 Video-Type

Select your video type between ‘NTSC’ and ‘PAL’.
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3.3.2 RESOLUTION

Select resolution between ‘VGA’ and ‘QVGA’.
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* VGA   : 720 x 576
* QVGA  : 360 x 288
3.3.3 REC SPEED

Select capture frame rates.
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* Selecting Resolution with VGA : 1 / 2 / 5 /10 / 12 FPS

* Selecting Resolution with QVGA : 1 / 2 / 5 / 10 / 15 FPS

3.3.4 REC MODE

Select recording mode between “Continuous” and “Sensor”.
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3.3.5 SENSOR REC TIME

If you select “Sensor REC Time” it will record the way you want it, according to what time you put in.
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You may pick from 5 seconds to 20 seconds.  For example if you have your setting; REC SPEED to 15fps, REC MODE to SENSOR REC TIME, and SENSOR REC TIME to 005.   Therefore you will have 75 frames per second altogether.

3.3.6 FILE SAVING

There are two ways of saving your recorded data.  One is recording time wise and the other is recording frame wise.

* If you record time wise, you can have : 5 / 10 / 20 / 30 / 60 SEC

For example if you have picked 10SEC it makes a file every 10 seconds all depending on the time.

* If you record frame wise, you pick : 600 FRAME

With the setting 600 FRAME, it make a file when it recorded 600 frames.
3.3.7 OVERWRITE

You are given a choice to overwrite or not.
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3.3.8 FORMAT

To delete the data, you must format the SD memory chip.
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Select “FORMAT”
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When you receive the message “MEMORY FORMAT? YES/NO” select your command using the direction key up and down
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If you select “YES” you will receive a message on the screen “FORMATING…”.

Afterwards, you will return back to the main menu.

3.3.9 TIME SET

You may change the time setting of your MDVR-100M using RTC(Real Time Clock) function.
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Using the direction keys of the remote control the following time is arrange this way: [ Year-Month-Day Hour:Minute:Second]

When you are done with your arrangements, press [MENU] to exit the configuration.

3.3.10 EXIT

Close ‘SETUP’ menu.
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3.4. BACKUP
3.4.1 Connection with PC
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Make a 1:1 connection from MDVR-01CH to the PC using the USB cable provided.

When the connection is made it will be recognized as a new hardware and also the PC will provide the MDVR-01CH with power supply.

Click [My Computer] and among the files click [Portable Disk] like the picture below.
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As you can see in the folder [DCIM], it has a saved file of your recorded movie picture.  They are saved in the order you’ve recorded.  You can play these movie pictures through the program “Viewer”.

If you want to back-up a file, search and copy the file to the folder you wish to put it in.
3.4.2 Viewer Program Installation

In order to install the Viewer program on your system, please go to the “MDVRViewer” directory first.
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Run ‘Setup.exe’ file to install the viewer program. 
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Then, Click ‘Next’ to continue installing on your system.
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Click “Next” to continue.
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Click “Install” to start installing.
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Then, click ‘Finish’ to complete installing.
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After installing the Viewer program, you will see the above shortcut icon on your desktop screen.

Once you run the Viewer program, it will automatically take you to the Viewer program.

3.4.3 Viewer Program
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The user runs the short cut icon, he/she will see this viewer program as shown in the above.
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  Begin : Goes back to the beginning of the movie picture that was playing.
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  Previous Second : Goes back to the previous frame, frame by frame

  Play : Plays the recorded movie picture.
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  Pause : Pauses the playing movie picture that it was playing
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  Stop : Stops the playing movie completely
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  Next Second : Moves on to the next frame, frame by frame
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  End : Goes to the end of the playing movie picture.

Click “File” and then press “Open”.  There you will be able to select your movie picture.
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At the bottom part of the window, you can verify the specific time it was recorded.
